e How did a gospel-perspective give these believers
a global-perspective? How did they see the power
of God work cross-culturally?
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e How did a gospel-perspective affect the way these Notes:

believers approached affliction and suffering (See
also James 1:2-4)? How is this different than the
way a western culture often views suffering?

RESPOND

o What is the difference between an interest and a
lifestyle? What would be some of the things that
define your lifestyle?

e What would it look like for you to live a lifestyle
of compassion powered by the gospel? How
would that change the way you view success,
security, failure and suffering?

e Isthere a particular area or need of the world that
strikes a chord in your heart? What would it take
for you to engage with that need? What are some
barriers that might stand in your way and how can
you address them?

o How can your LifeGroup live a lifestyle of
compassion together? How would this change
your approach to bridge or service opportunities?
