ENGAGE
Read together Romans 1:20.

e How does God teach us about Himself? How
have you been drawn to God through His artistic
creation found in nature?

Now read together Exodus 31:1-11.

e Make some observations together about this
passage. What is it God wants made and how
does He characterize the design? Who is
empowering these particular artists?

¢ Why do you think God cares so much about the
design of these elements? Why does He want
them to be artistic?

Now consider Song of Solomon 7:2.
e Why do you think God chose to communicate in

poetry like this passage instead of something
more straightforward?
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RESPOND

Greg said that good art conveys truth that is both
complex and inescapable. What do you think
about that statement?

How might this discussion have challenged you to
engage more in the arts? Is there a particular form
of art that you don’t understand that you might
want to explore more deeply?

How can you fan into flame your own creativity?
How can your LifeGroup, even in your
discussions and other times, be a place of
creativity and artistry?
